My name is Jamie Misotti and I am a senior at Governor Thomas Johnson High School this year. I am currently in the process of completing my Graduation Project, which is mandatory for all Frederick County high school students to complete in order to graduate. The students are given the opportunity to choose what their project is, with very few limitations. I decided that I wanted to make my project and the time I spent on it worthwhile. I have decided to raise money for The Jessica Lee Murphy Memorial Fund at The Community Foundation of Frederick County. 

My main reason for choosing this as my Graduation Project is not only to continue to remember Jessica and honor her, but to remind everyone of how precious life is, and the importance of safe driving. Jessica was killed in a car accident because of driver inattention and inexperience. Because of one small mistake, a young life was taken away. I want to remind everyone of how important it is to drive defensively, take your time, and buckle up. I am very fortunate to have parents who are safe and responsible drivers, and they have taught me to be the same way. It is extremely important for those of you who are parents to model the same type of safe driving habits for your children. 

Normally Jessica's parents hold an annual volleyball tournament in Jessie's name in order to raise money for this scholarship fund. However, they will NOT be holding the tournament this year, since I asked if I could do this as my project. Instead, my Graduation Project will be a source of contributions to the scholarship fund. I am asking that in lieu of your yearly donations to the volleyball tournament, you make a donation to Jessie’s fund for my Graduation Project. The annual scholarship is $2,000, and I hope to receive enough donations to at least replenish that amount. One hundred percent of all contributions will go straight to the scholarship. The Community Foundation is a non-profit (501c3) organization. 

The Community Foundation website explains the criteria necessary to receive Jessica's scholarship: 

"The memorial fund speaks to the interests and issues close to Miss Murphy's life. The fund provides grants for specific causes and awards an annual scholarship to Governor Thomas Johnson High School graduating seniors who are student-athletes exhibiting a safe driving record." 

I believe it is extremely important to support this cause — to benefit a graduating senior from my high school, to raise awareness for safe driving, to award a teen who has exhibited safe driving patterns, and to remember Jessie.
